18 Jan.1404	He was appointed Sheriff of Shropshire.    (C.F.R. 1399-1405 p.231)
24 Mar.1404	He was one of those who were commissioned to inquire in Shropshire touching the names of the persons bound to contribute to the subsidy granted to the King at the last Parliament. He was also one of the collectors.

4 Sep.1405	He was one of this who were commissioned to urgently raise loans to the King from the richest and most sufficient of the lay persons of Shropshire for defence against the rebels in Wales and for the army going to Aquitaine.
