		appeared before William Hulyn, the Mayor(q.v.), and the Aldermen and
		entered into a bond with Thomas Thorndon, the Chamberlain(q.v.). The bond
		was to be void on the payment of £10 into the Chamber by William Broun
		to the use of Robert, son of the late Henry Boode, goldsmith. The money
		was paid on 3 September 1467.
