Sir Henry LOVELACE  (fl.1460-71)

30 Dec.1460
He was captured by the Lancastrians at Wakefield and condemned to death.



He was spared by Margaret of Anjou when Rivers persuaded him to change



his allegience. (Weir p.267)

16 Apr.1471
He spotted Warwick’s ambush intended for the Lancastrians on the way to



St. Albans, and warned Margaret of Anjou. (ibid.p.266)

17 Apr.
He marched south with the Lancastrian army; after Luton he rode to Warwick



intending to betray him. He and his men deserted from the Yorkist lines



when he saw the Lancastrians wee going to win. (ibid.pp.267-8)
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
