19 Dec.1402	He was one of those who were ordered to appear before the King and Council
		in person at Westminster on 20 January 1403 touching a complaint of the 
		subjects of the King of Castile and Leon that he and his accomplices, in spite
		of the truce, had taken ships, vessels, merchandise and goods of the 
		complainants and are withholding the same.   (C.C.R. 1402-5 p.24)
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
