	1414	He was described as Oldcastle’s chief counsellor. He was with the armed 
		lollards beside St.James next Charing Cross.

     Oct.1416	It was alleged that he sheltered Sir John Oldcastle(q.v.) in London.  (ibid.)
       1417-19	At some time between 30 July 1417 and Michaelmas 1419 he became 
		involved in a plot to rescue King James I of Scotland from Windsor Castle.
		By Michaelmas he was in prison, where he remained until May 1421, when he
		appeared before  the King in Parliament. He was later sent to the Tower.

11 Apr.1422	During the night, he, Sir John Mortimer and two French prisoners-of-war
		escaped from the Tower. He may have been on his way to Wales when he was 
		recaptured in Somerset.   (ibid.)
  6 Jun.		He was committed to Newgate Gaol. Nothing more is known about him.
