


Sir William STOKES       (d.1485)


Son of John Stokes of Northamptonshire(d.ca.1458)(q.v.).   (Ricardian XXVII p.98)
He had illegitimate children, including Thomas and Agnes.  (ibid.p.100)


He was knighted for his service to Henry VI; educated at King’s Hall, Cambridge University,
and at Eton.   (ibid.)

	1460	He fought at Sandal on the Lancastrian side.  (ibid.)
