13 Feb,1477	He was on a commission to enquire by oath of good men of the counties
		of Kent, Hertfordshire, Essex, Surrey, Middlesex, Berkshire, 
		Buckinghamshire, Oxfordshire and Gloucestershire into the capture of swans
		and cygnets on the River Thames and its tributaries from Cirencester to its
		mouth, the alteration or deletion of  marks and the taking of swans eggs 
		and to arrest and imprison the offenders.
